For every excursion to an amusement park in the closing weeks of school, there were outings to the opera, the
state or national capital, museums, dairy farms and garden shows. Grade school children routinely made day
trips to area historical sites, tromping across Civil (or Revolutionary) War battlefields with bag lunches clutched
firmly in hand.

There were statues and monuments and buildings to be photographed and rides on buses or trains or ferry boats
to be experienced. Language students sampled cuisines of the countries they studied. And math students meas-
ured the calculus principles on the roller-coaster ride.

The requirements to correlate virtually every hour of
the school day with the state's Standards of Learning (SOLs) coupled with astronomical fuel prices has caused
many school divisions to rethink field trip policies.

Parents of today's students may recall fondly that first performance of "LaTraviata" or their first symphony con-
cert, cathedral tour or glimpse of Monticello. Or they may remember with much less nostalgia the motion sick-
ness, the crushed peanut butter and jelly sandwiches or bee sting from the class outings.

A way for
students and their teachers to unwind? Or are they a waste of time and money?

EVRYIM®@TRS: 2008-2009 Year in Review

Our children are faced every day with people that they may perceive as “other”. George H. Moody Middle
School’s program called EVRYIM@TRS is a student diversity awareness group with the objective to create a
school environment that is inclusive. This group seeks to help our children value all for who they are, what they
are, and how they are. It seeks to move the students to tolerance and beyond. In order to achieve these goals, we
looked at activities that promoted acceptance of one's self, so the students could begin to accept others. We en-
couraged students to cross boundaries without fear of exclusion, and sought to teach the value of differences in
one's self and others.

Created this year from the collaboration between Moody Middle School’s PTA and Principal Art Raymond,
EVRY1IM@TRS hosted a number of events at the school during the year. PTA board members Susan Wolski
and Diana Barden worked with Mr. Raymond to develop meaningful and achievable activities throughout the
year. The goal was to have these be facilitated by the students, and a student leadership team was formed and
trained to take the lead.

The year began with a kick-off program led by the Virginia Center for Inclusive Communities, who spent a day
at the school with prejudice awareness assemblies for all grade levels and a team building leadership training
with the 40-member leadership team. A group of students also attended the Prejudice Awareness Summit hosted
by the Virginia Center for Inclusive Communities. The second event was Mix it Up Day, in which students
crossed boundaries during lunch to sit with and talk to students that they did not know. Mix it Up Day is a na-
tional event that any school can take part in. In February, we used EVRY1IM@TRS to celebrate Black History
Month. The leadership team read profiles of black leaders throughout the month on the school’s PA system.
They also hosted a Teens for Jeans collection to add an element of social activism into the month. The team
planned a Women's History Month set of activities as well. Students used the National Women's History project
to highlight women who were or are taking the lead to save our planet. These women were highlighted on the
daily announcements. The group had two groups of women business leaders come into the school to talk with
students. The first group was a pair of female business leaders who spoke about the past experiences of women
in their fields and about their own personal career paths. The second group was a panel of four women and a
moderator from the Capital One Diversity Council discussing leadership and career paths.

A final event is in the planning stages for the end of the year. The efforts of this group have brought awareness
of a multitude of issues and opportunities for further growth in our students.

Johnson Elementary PTA held their 1st annual International Night on Friday, April 24, and it was a huge
success. They had around 200 people in attendance and the Jerk Pit and Qdoba Mexican grill supplied the food
along with the parents and teachers. They had performances by the Kindergartners and a 4th grade group
played the recorders.

PROCEDURE BOOK Information from the LURG page V-3 (pg 57)

WHAT IS A PROCEDURE BOOK?

A procedure book is a tool that helps PTA leaders run a successful organization.

It can be a notebook, a loose-leaf binder, or an expandable file. Remember that a procedure book is the property
of the association and should be given to your successor or the incoming president if you cannot pass it on to your
successor.

WHAT DO YOU PUT IN IT?

e Name, address, telephone number, term of office, position (president, treasurer, etc.).
Your plan of work and calendar.

All information from Council, District, State, and National PTA.

Directory of board members, faculty, your committees, state and council counterparts, superintendent, school
principals, school board, and other contacts.

Association bylaws, current budget, newsletters, and bulletins.

All correspondence pertaining to your office or chairmanship.

Copy of any reports sent to Council, District, State Office, or National PTA.
Notes from workshops, conferences, and conventions you have attended.

All copies of Virginia PTA Bulletin. At the end of the year you may wish to clip the issues and reduce the bulk
of the procedure book.

Any other resource material you have found to be helpful.
e Evaluation of the year's work with specific suggestions for improvements.

A MOST IMPORTANT TOOL!

A procedure book is one of the most important basic tools in PTA work. It identifies the work and continuity of an
office or chairmanship and charts a course of action to be followed, association background, contributions from
others, successes and failures. An up-to-date record gives a foundation on which to build. If you did not receive a
procedure book, now is the time to start one.

We Have EXTRA MONEY! Now What?

Good for you! Your fundraisers were more successful than you thought and/or your expenses were lower than you
thought. Now there is extra money left over. What do you do with it?

First, be sure to put aside money that is encumbered but not yet spent...bills that will be due between now and
September. These items might include your insurance payment, money for a welcome back breakfast for teach-
ers, money to cover receipts that have not been turned in yet, training etc. If you have accounted for those items
and a little cushion for unexpected carryover expenses and there is still money left, you can talk to your principal
about needs the school has. (Every principal has a wish list!)

Have the board make up a list of recommendations to present to your membership. Remember, the money be-
longs to them, not the president, or the principal, or the board. Only the membership can approve changes to the
budget. At your next general membership meeting, present those suggestions and take a vote...if you have not
more meetings planned for this year, do it in September. PTAs should not have large amounts of money just sit-
ting in the bank. The members who donated the money, paid memberships and participated in your fundraisers,
expect to SEE the benefits. They deserve to know what you have spent that money on and it should be spent in
the current year unless you advertised that it was a fundraiser for a long term project. If you have questions
about your budget, please contact one of your HCCPTA officers. We are here to help you.
